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GIS for planning infrastructure and Urban Renewal

We request to create a special provision in the t@ffesgrant for development of IT systems & Up gradation of
technology in City corporation of Belga and other associated agencies . This particular provision should also
provide scope for training of personnel and Officers who use the IT system.

The City Corporation of Belgaum has not been utilizing its existing IT systems and which makes itftedtigéria
delivering services. The CCB needs to install and opt to more GIS(Geographic Information systems) based plannir
and execution of work. Presently there are no efficient GIS tools being used by CCB, when most of the other
corporations are usigp GIS tools for planning and monitoring of projects.

Most importantly it is very crucial to appoint a Town planning and urban design consulting firm who specialize in
Urban renewal & design. Primary focus to be given to micro level planning which skdalbiporated in the City
Development plan, before doing any investments on infrastructure without micro level planning and City
development plan its unwise , which would lead to unplanned and non systematic development which would further
lead to diffeent Urban problems.

Belgaum City Development plan:
The present CDP is outdated and was prepared way back in 1994, a New CDP was proposed to come aut by 2004
2007 but due to various reasons unknown the new CDP has not been released.

The new CDP which isprogress is not well planned nor is it planned according to the growth centralities
(education & Industry) of Belgaum city. Our observation says that the agencies involved in the creation of the new
CDP are just map editing agencies without any profdummiviedge of urban design and planning. It is very

important for the District administration to appoint an agency teassess the existing CDP, plan from bottom to top
and then the funds have to be utilized. Encouragement for public participation isearhust for both micro level
planning and CDP.
